MIDWEST CLASSIC CONFERENCE GUIDELINES FOR MEN’s AND WOMEN'S SOCCER

I. EQUIPMENT and GAME SITE
· Game ball: Synthetic leather. 

· Each team provides balls for warm-ups. 

· Home team will provide water for both teams. 

· Home team will videotape game or duplicate if needed. Visiting team may also videotape game. 

· Locker and training room will be accessible to all teams two hours prior to the start of the game. 

· Field will be accessible to both teams one-half hour prior to start of the game. 

· Field should meet the minimum/maximum standards set by the NCAA rules committee. The width shall not be more than 80 yards (73.15 m) nor less than 65 yards (59.44 m) and the length shall not be more than 120 yards (109.73 m) nor less than 110 yards (100.58 m). If field does not meet minimum standards, game may be played under mutual consent of both coaches. 

· Field dimensions must be at the minimum NCAA standards during conference. 

II. GAME FORMAT 

· Pre-game: None. 

· Halftime: 10 or 15 minutes in length. Coaches must agree on a 15-minute intermission.

· Post-game: Visiting team may provide a media list for the home team to call scores in. 

· However, coaches still have the option of reporting their own scores. Home team is responsible for sending in the game stats to the conference SID. 

III. PERSONNEL 

· Scorekeepers, timers, officials will be provided by home team. 

· Home team should provide a game-day supervisor. . 

· A game-day management list should be used by the supervisor on duty.

IV. CONFERENCE STANDINGS (Determining Champion and Seedings) 

· The conference champion will be determined by the greatest number of wins during the regular season. 

· Teams will earn (3) points for a WIN, (1) point for a TIE, (0) points for a LOSS.

·  In the event of a tie, the following tiebreaker format will be used:

· 1. Head-to-Head competition

· 2. Goal Differential (goals scored, minus goals allowed, up to 4 goals per game)

· 3. Goals Allowed

· 4. Longo (overall)

V. CONFERENCE STATISTIC REPORTING 

· Conference statistics will be kept in the following categories: goals, assists, goalkeeper saves, shots, shots on goal, corner kicks, yellow/red cards, fouls. 

· Coaches and game scorekeepers will use the NCAA rules manual for a complete description and interpretation of the above-mentioned categories. 

· All conference stats will be sent to both the Men and Women's Conference Chair and the Conference Sports Information Director. 

VI. PLAYERS of the WEEK 

· Players of the week will be determined by Conference Chairperson and Conference Sports Information Director.

· Selection will be based on individual statistics for the week (Field/GK)

· See attached form. 

VII. ASSIGNED CONFERENCE DATES

· Beginning in 1996, the MCC will have assigned conference dates. 

· Conference scheduling will begin the last weekend in September and conclude during the month of October. 

· Coaches will be given a one-week window from Monday-Sunday to complete conference games (see attached scheduling dates). 

VIII. assignment of game officials

· All schools will use area Soccer Officials Association assignors to assign game.

· Cost as set by Soccer Officials Association. 

IX. EVALUATION of GAME OFFICIALS 

· An evaluation report needs to be filled out by both the host coach and the visiting coach (see attached Game Evaluation form) 

· Fax or mail the game evaluations to the Conference Chair.

· In the event of a game cancellation, it must be played the following day

Format

· Six-team playoff

· Combination of longo rating and conference rank

· Two (2) Chicagoland Conference teams

· Two (2) Midwest Classic Conference teams (regular season champion and conference tournament champion – if they are the same, the tournament runner-up will go)

· One (1) independent team

· One (1) highest rated longo team

Midwest Classic Conference hosts the tournament every third year.

ALL-CONFERENCE SELECTION

Format

· The all-conference team consists of 24 players

· 1st-team all-MCC includes 3 forwards, 4 midfielders, 4 defenders and 1 goalkeeper

· 2nd-team all-MCC includes 3 forwards, 4 midfielders, 4 defenders and 1 goalkeeper

· Honorable mention: Any other player with at least 2 votes

· Plaques will be awarded to 1st-team selections

· Certificates will be awarded to 1st-team, 2nd-team and honorable mention selections

· The following format will be used to select all-conference players

· Coaches may nominate up to 7 of their own players or other team members and a goalkeeper

· When nominating your own players, attach a brief description about each nominated player

· Coaches cannot vote for their own players!

· The top 4 vote getters are finalists for Player of the Year, with the winner decided by a second vote.

· The Coach of the Year is determined by the coaches.

· In the event of a tie, coaches will re-vote
