2002 MIDWEST CLASSIC CONFERENCE BASEBALL GUIDELINES

A.
2003 schedules will be the same set-up except that the home sites will be reversed.

B
The 2003 schedule will be evaluated after the 2002 season and adjustments will be made accordingly.

C.
Weekday series will be played on Tuesday/Wednesday, thus to minimize missed class time when 

possible. All games are doubleheaders with starting time assigned by home team.

D.
Weekend series will be played on Friday - Saturday or Sunday. This will leave a Friday or a Sunday open for non-conference scheduling. Once a team is at the site, you have two days to complete four games. All games are doubleheaders on consecutive days with starting times assigned by home team.

D1.
To qualify for the MCC Champion and Regional Tournament, a team must play a minimum of 19 of league games. If no team plays 19 games, the 75% rule will be in effect. This rule states that to qualify for the Regional a team must play 75% of the total number of games played by the team that plays the most. (Based on winning percentage)

E.
Top three teams in the MCC regular season standing will advance to the Regional Tournment

F.
Tie breakers for MCC Regular Season Standings:

1. Head to head competition.

2. Head to head record against opponents that placed higher in the conference standings. Start with top and work down until a tie is broken.

3. Records against common opponents within the conference. This would work from the first game played against common opponents forward.

4. One 9 inning playoff game.by (Monday May 6, 2002) The site and home team will be the opposite of the previous meeting. (Weekend Games) If it is your midweek opponent, site and home team will be determined by a flip of a coin.

G.
MCC All-Conference Team/Selection will take place at the conclusion of the regular season. Nomination forms and voting ballot will be provided by the baseball chair.

H.
Conference Standings/Statistics: We will continue to report all game results on Mondays by 12:00 noon. Any team that does not report results two weeks in a row will not be eligible to nominate or vote for all-conference players.

I.
The official baseball of the MCC/NAIA is the Rawlings R100. We also recognize the Diamond D 1 as a baseball that can be used for MCC contests.

2002 GAME RESCHEDULING GUIDELINES AND RAIN OUT PROCEDURES

1
The home team is responsible for making decisions on game cancellation, however once the game begins all decisions are the umpires responsibility in consultation with both coaches.

2
It is the home teams responsibility to see that prior to and during game day the mound, home plate, and available bullpens are covered in preparation for inclement weather.

3
If both teams are at the site for a contest you must wait a minimum of 60 minutes after the scheduled start time before a game can be canceled.

4.
Weekday rain outs must be rescheduled within 7 days of the original scheduled date. If games are not played after rescheduling, they will be made up on the MCC rain date.

5.
Weekend rain outs need to be rescheduled in the same way as weekday rain outs, unless the visiting team is at the site. If the visiting team is at the site, as many games as possible must be played. If no games are played and the visiting team was never at the site, reschedule games when possible within 7 - day rule.

6.
If rain outs are not made up due to unwillingness on one or both teams, member institutions may file a protest with the conference chair within two weeks of the original scheduled game  Games not rescheduled on purpose, strengthening your teams chances for post season play will be forfeited by the conference chair.

7.
The MCC rain date should be used as your last resort. Teams should try to follow the 7 - day rule for rescheduling.

8.
No team shall be required to play 3 or more MCC games on a given day.
