MIDWEST CLASSIC CONFERENCE GUIDELINES

WOMEN'S VOLLEYBALL

(REVISED 6/2001)
ASSIGNMENT OF OFFICIALS

All officials are to be assigned by the NAGWS (National Association of Girls and Women in Sports) Board Chairperson in your area. All officials used for conference matches must be NAGWS certified. It is recommended that NAGWS certified officials be used for all matches.

EQUIPMENT AND GAME SITE

Official Ball is the Tachikara SV5W-NAIA.

Home team will provide a minimum of 25 balls to be used by both teams for prematch warmup.

Home team will provide water for both home and visiting teams.

Home team will provide bench towels for both teams, but not shower towels.

Locker and training rooms should be accessible to both teams 60 minutes prior to the start of the match.

The playing floor should be accessible to both teams 60 minutes prior to the start of the match.

There is no pass list for visiting teams during regular season and postseason conference play. Spouses and immediate family of the volleyball coaching staff shall be admitted free of charge.

GAME FORMAT

Game format and rules shall be as stated in the NAIA Volleyball Coaches Manual, released annually.

Prematch warmup shall be as stated in the NAGWS Rule Book, unless stated differently in the NAIA Volleyball Coaches Manual.

Post game statistics: Each team will be responsible for keeping their own statistics. The home team will fax out statistics and scores for the visiting team, using a media list provided by the visiting team.

PERSONNEL

The home team will provide scorekeepers, scoreboard operator, linesmen and two NAGWS certified officials. These people will be supervised by a game-day director. It is recommended that this position NOT be the coach of the home team.

CONFERENCE DETERMINATION

The Conference Championship will be determined by regular season conference records.

Ties will result in Co-Champions.

Tie-breaker for postseason tournament seeding:

Match record - regular season conference competition

Match results - head to head among tied teams

Game record - percentage of (games won / total games) among tied teams

Game record - during regular season conference competition percentage of games

POSTSEASON CONFERENCE PLAYOFFS

The postseason conference tournament shall be held on the Saturday, Wednesday, Saturday that includes the two Saturdays prior to the Regional Playoffs.

The playoff format shall be a single elimination bracket with each match at the highest remaining seeds. Quarterfinals will be 8t' seed at 1st seed, 7 at 2, 6 at 3 and 5 at 4. Semifinals will feature the winners of 8 vs. I and 5 vs. 4 at the highest remaining seed and the winners of 7 vs. 2 and 6 vs. 3 at the highest remaining seed. The Championship match will feature the two remaining teams at the highest seed.

The winner of the conference postseason tournament shall advance to the NAIA Region VII playoffs.

CONFERENCE STATISTICS

Volleyball statistics will be compiled by the Conference SID. Statistics should be faxed by noon on Mondays.

Nominations for Conference Player and/or Setter of the Week should be faxed to the Conference SID by noon on Mondays.

Weekly results must be faxed or e-mailed to the Conference Volleyball Chairperson by 10:00 AM on Mondays.

ALL-CONFERENCE PROCEDURES

The Conference Volleyball Chairperson will mail, fax or e-mail out nominations forms tp each head coach. Each coach can nominate up to four of their own players. Nominations will include a physical description of the player, complete year-to-date statistics and the coach's view of the player including honors received during the year (All-Tournament, Player/Setter of the Week, etc).

The Conference Volleyball Chairperson will mail, fax or e-mail out a composite ballot of all nominees, including all of the data provided above. Each coach will rank the players 1 through 12. You may not vote for their own players. A point system of 12 points for 1st, 11 for 2nd, etc will be used. The player receiving the most points will be named the Conference Player of the Year. The top six vote getters will be named to the First Team All-Conference. The next six will be named as Second Team All-Conference. All other players receiving votes will be named as Honorable Mention All-Conference.

The All-Conference ballot will include a listing of all of the conference coaches. Each coach will pick a first and second choice for Coach of the Year. The coach receiving the most first place votes will be named the Coach of the Year. In the event of a tie, the tie will be broken by the number of second place votes received by the coaches involved in the tie.

The Conference Player of the Year, Coach of the Year, and First Team All-Conference will receive a plaque and a certificate Second Team and Honorable Mention All​Conference selections will receive a certificate. Each school will also receive a certificate for their use.
